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PREFACE

TO THE BEQOND ETROPEAN EDITION.

WeEN the following Work was firat published
in America, in 1837, it was bot liitle Enown,
and seemed to meet with little or po encourage-
ment. Months passed away, and very few
copies were sold or read. But, tothe astonisgh-
ment of the suthor, it worked itself into notice
more and more, by the blessing of God, and
by virtue of its own real merits; till, in two
years, the first edition consisting of threo
thousand copies, was all sold, and many more
were called for, A new edition was published
in 1833, consisting of two thomsand five
hundred copies: these were slso disposed of,
Other three editlons have slnce been published,
making in all thirteen thousand copies now
disposed of, and the demand is still incressing
both in Ameriea and Eorope.

It has already found its way Ioto most of
the American Brates, and into the provinees of
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the Canadas, as well a8 many parts of England,
Scotlapd, Ireland, and Wales. It has visited
the cottages of the humble, and the parlours of
the great; and, from the best information we
have on the subject, very few have risen from
1ta perusal without a deep and seitled convie-
tiom of the truth of lis principles.

The author has mow in possession the testl-
mony of hundreds of people, from different
states and nations, all bearing witness that this
Work has been a means, in the hands of God,
of eaving them from inddelity, from gectarlan
error and delusion, and of guiding them into
the light of TRUTH.

All th ese considerations, and an Infense de-
sire to impart the truth to maukind as widely
a8 possible, have indoced the author to send
forth this new edition; which he greatly de-
gires may prove i blessing to thousands who
