though when an extendsd course in German can be given,
attention should of course also 'be paid to the spoken lan-
guage. It is believed that thiz book can be used with ad-
vantage by all studenta who are sufficiently advanced not to
be troubled by the common grammatical terms, though it
was originally planmed only for college students. 1 have
throughout avoided nseless technicalities of language. '

The illustrative examples and also the exercises have been
purposely made to contain simple and common words which
oeeur often in ordinary prose.  The exercises can of course
engily be incressed by the teacher, if more are desired. The
rilas for the order of words are given as occasion arises, and
illustratad in the exercises, and & brief summery is given later
for convenience of reference. It is hoped that this subject
has thus been made easier for the student.

The German constructions which differ so alightly from
English as not to occasion ditficulty in reading have received
less attention ; in iy opinion these can be best learned by
practice in reading and in translating into German. Such
practice in translation into German might profitably follow
the study of the grammar; but reading German need not be
go long delayed. [ feel sure that the bast results come from
beginning to read early, and beginning as soon as possible
practice in reading at sight, which is of course made casier by
some knowledge of the methods of derivasion of words. This
gives, too, & kind of training which the stody of a language
ought to give.

The grammars I have consulted most are Whitney's, Ahn's,
aod Otto's, in English, and Heyse®s in German. T have
aleo made frequent reference to Sanders’s large lexicon, and
to his Wértecbudy ver Daupt{dhioterigletten ln ber beutiden Spradye.

In conclusion, I wish to expregs my thanks to the professors
of the German department, and others wha bave giver me
encoursgement and assistance. 1 am uader especial oblige-
tions to D1, Emorton, now conneoted with the depariment of
