PREFACE.

TaEE anthor of the following Lectures is very sensible of
the complexity of the facts with which he has had to deal,
and of the importance of the issues which he has raised.
Nor is he so confident in his own powers of historical analysia
a3 to think that the eonelusions at which he has arrived
will be in every case the ultimate verdict of those who are
competent to decide upon the evidence. The only title to
attention which he ventures to urge is that he has en-
deavoured faithfully to collect, sift, and compare the availables
evidence, and to draw the coneclusions to which that evidence
geems to point, without reference to other hypotheses, however
venerable from their antiquity, or however widely diffused in
the Christian world, And the only elaim which he makes
from those who pass judgment upen his eonclusions is, thaé
which is in fact the postulate of sll historical enquiry, that
such judgments shall be formed with reference to the evidencs,
and not with reference to eurrent or eounter hypothescs.

Of that evidence only a small portion eould, in most cases,
be given in the notes. The suthor has for the most part
confined himself, in those notes, to mentioning facts which,
as far as he is aware, have not hitherto been collected, or the
bearings of which upon ecelesiastical history have not been
appreciated, and to stating the patristic or other suthoritiea
for facts which are likely to be unfamiliar to thoss who have
not made ecclesiastical history their study, Where the evi-
denes is fully and sccurately stated in other works, he has
