For literary purposes one must have a
free choice of every grammatical form, idiom and
word in the language. 1 therefore had to keep to
the conversational form and to use it solely for the
purposes of elucidating the grammar and teaching
and repeating new words and phrases.

Part IV, containing about twenty more lessons,
will complete the series.
