PREFACE.

The firat publications of the Society were isgned in the yenr 1813,
the year following its organization. During the firat twenty-seven
yesrs of its history eleven pamphlets were issued, containing
matters of interest and valee, which were followed by the pro-
ceedings of May and October, 1898, of May, 1843, and October,
1848. With October, 1849, begins the prbliestion of the Proceed-
inge in order. In addition to the Proceedings proper, occa-
sional commemorative pamphlets and reports upon special
subjects bave been issued. With Cotober, 1880, n New Series
wae begun, and the praetice of furnishing an index with each
voluome was inaugarsted. Bot until the present time there has
been no key that wonld nnlock the tressures stored in the older
publications. This want has now been supplied by the thonghtfol
care and judicions labor of Mr, Stephen Salisbury, Jr., who has
prepared this “Partial Index” for publicstion, thus bringing the
Hociety still desper in his debt. He has been materislly assisted
in the work of preparation by Mr, John J. Riordan, of Worcaster,

Ag the name implies, this work is not put forth ae a full index, .
but rather as a much-veeded aid in learning what subjects have
been discnssed before the Society in pearly threescors years,
and also where the varions essays, reports, ete., may be found.

The whole number of separate pamphlets embraced in this
Jndex is seventy-five. As each pamphlel is complete in itself,
the Proceedings can only be cited in the partial index by the
