It would be
impossible to distinguish in all casea between what is
my own and what I have borrowed. The * Provinecial
Lettora ' have boeen trenslated et least four times into
English. The translation of Dr M‘Crie, published in
1846, is the most spirited. The * Pensdes’ were trans-
lated by the Bev. Edward Craig, A.M. Oxon., in 1825,
following the French edition of 1819, which again fol-
lowed that of Bossut in 1779, A new tranalation, both
of the 'Letters’ and °FPensées,' by George Pearce, Eaq.
