died, and who had no doubt made iL as a
matter of pardonable corosty and satisfaction
for himsell: and 1e Q= now pablished in the
belief that s intrinsic interest, as closing
rap in the later career of the great soldier, will

e deemed sofficient exense for 1'% seeing the
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REAR-ADMIRAL SIR GEORGE COCKBURN,

EH the Gt A ugust, being off the Start in the
“ Northumberand,'” [ met Tord Keith
it the *“"Tonnant,* having with ham the “fellero.
phon™ amd sotne frigates nowhich were General
Buopaparie and all hus suite.  As the remawval
of the Genera]l and lLis thivgs was lLikely to
accnpy some Lime, and the deing of it with
the ships under anil might bhe attended with
mnconveniance, Lotd Keith apreed with e n
the propriety of anchoring the whalz ofl the
Berry [Mead, which was accordingly done the
same eyening ; and his lardship afterwards
accompanied me on board the  Bellerephen '
to make known to General Buopaparle that
in pursnance of instructions under which T
was acting, he, the General, was 1o be removed
as guickly as convenjent inta the " Narth-
ummberland ™ for the purpose of Deing conveyed
to 5t. Helena. The Gaperal protested very
strongly ngamst this proccoding and against
the right of the British Government thes to

dizpose of him,  Very little other conversation
passed betweon us; we did not think it
necessary to efiter inta the merits ef the
question with biny, Dut contented ourselves
with. observing: that, as military ollicers, we
maugt, of course, obey the instroctions of oor
overnment, nnd therefore that we hoped he
would ba ready to temove ta the * Northum-
berland " the next moming,

o the 78 Auguwsi, after breakbast, 1T went
again to the ™ Belleroplhen " Lo examine the
baggage, &, of the General and of those who
were (0 accompany him, al which he was
extremely indignont. I, however, in conlormily
with mv instructions, canzed sverything to he
inspected previous to permitting it to be sent
on board the * Maocthumberland ;" all the arms
of every deseription were delivered up By him
and his suite, and L stopped 4,000 napoleons
i gold, which 1 delivered 1o Captain Maitland
to be by him transmitted o the lords Com-
missionerz of the Trensury. Eversthing else
belonging to them Deing transtopped and
the neccssary arrangements completed, aboot
midday DBuonaparte embarked on  boacd
the * Northemberland,™ with the persons
endermentioned, vig—

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Chn reaching the deck he satd to me, " Here |
am, Admiral, al your erders!'"  He then asked
to be introduced to the Captain, thon asked
the names of the different officers and pentle-
men npon deck, askea them in what countries
they were born and ather guestions of such
trifhng import, apd Le then went mte the
cabin with Loed Keith and wmyself; follovwed by
soine of s own people,  Alter I had shows
him the cabin [ had appropriated for pis
exclugive nse and requested him to sit down o
the great cabing be begged me to cawvse the
Litutenant of the ship to Lo mtroduced o
bim; as, however, al Lthiz tme his own
followers came 1o take leave of him, 1 thought
it best to leave him far o bitcle while to himself,
and I found soon afterwards advantape was
taken of this for him to assume exclasive nght
to the after, or preal cabin.

At dinner he ate heartily of almost avery
dizh, praised cvervthing and scemed most
perfectly contented and reconciled 1o his fate.
He talked with me during dinner moeh on his
Russian Campatgn, said he meant only Lo have
refreshed his troops at Moscow for four or live
days and then ta have marched for Petershorg,
bul lhe destruction of Moscow sobverted ali
hiz projecls, and he said oothing could have
been more horrible than was that campaign;
that for several dave topelher 1t appeared to
him ns if ha were marching through a sen of
fire owing 10 the constant succession of villages
in flames which arpse in cvery direction as far
as his cye could reach ; that this had becno by
zome atlrbuted to iz troops but that it was
alwayz done by the natives., Many of his
soldiers: however, he said, lost their hves by
endeavouring to pillape in the modst of the
flames, THe spoke moch of the cold dering
their disastronz retreai, and stated that one
night, after he had quttted the army to return
to Pans, an entire half of his Guard were
frozen to death. He -alte told me in the
