Upon the re-
organization of the army, I 78, he bocame o sopernomerary,
anil returned home,  Soom after veturn feom the anny, 1751,
he martied Mancy Wigmn {8443, of Stratham, 3. 11, In 1782 he
joined the privatesr Saceaader as Commander of Mammnes, and
made a cruise 1o the English Channel, which wad very success-
fal,  About 1794 he moved from Stratham o Epping. In
178g—g0 he settled in New Hampion and built the Hamestead
