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The Bingham Family

In 1898, General—then Colonel—Theadnre A, Bingkam, 1. 3,
Army, published his “Genealogy of the Bingham Family,” a book ot
five hundred pages, recording thousands of names. As the demand
for such a book is necesarily confined to a comparatively few, the
edition was limited to three handred copies, and s long since out of
print. | am fortanate in the possession of a copy.  General Binghamn
had, at the outset, undertaken to trace his ewn ancestry as far back as
possihle and, in the progress of that work, became nterested in it to
the extent that he followed out branches of the family other than lus
own, finally completing the work by recording all the descendants of
his earliest determinable ancestor so far us he could ascertain them,
In my hranch of the family, his data followed down only so far as my
grandfather, Oliver Sabin Bingham. By father had a ecomplete
record of his grandfather’s { Nathans) faroily, bot only the name of
his great wranlinther, [David, and that record corresponds in all
essential particulars with the swone penod in Geperal Hingham's
Genealogy.

Ohur earliest ancestor of whom Genersl Bingham bias had oppor-
tunity to ahtain a retiable record was Thomas Bingham, a master
cutler of Shieffeld, Enpland, whe attained the honer, according to
the record of the Cutler’s Company, in 1614, His son, Thomas,
whose birth record does not appear, was married July 6, 1631, to
Anng Senton, and whose sixel child aud fifth son, also Thomas,
ecmigrated to America about 1660, whon he was cighteen vears old.
He settled in Narwich, Connecticur, being one of the first lunded pro-
prietors there.  His howse ot bears the date of April, 1660, He re-
moved to Windham, Connecticut, 11 1671, where exist records of his
being Sergeant, Selectman and Dleacan of the church for thirty vears,
Following 15 the first record of his purchase of land in Windham,
April 21, 1603 :

“Soubd to Thomas Bingham, senr. of Norwich, his heirs and
assigns, an alotment [of 1,000 acres), as a legate ar the Southeast
part of the town, by Capt. Joo. Masan's fivst lot in consideration  of
14 paunds of provision pay in band toward the charge of the mill.”
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In 1695, he was chosen one of the Selectmen of the town, and is
then called Sergpeant Thomas Bingham. At the organization of the
first Windham church, December 1o, £700, he was appointed and
ordained senior deacon, which office he beld until his demh.  He
was evidently one of the civit and relipious [athers of the town.
Larned's Histery of FFindham Crnmiy states:

“Thomas Bingham, who had removed from Norwich with a large
family of song aml daupghters, was an impartant acquisition to Wind-
ham,"

The inscription on lhis tombstone in Windham cemetery is still
perfectly legible, and reads:

“Here lies ve bodyv of ye Holy Man of God, Deacon Thomas
Bingham, who was a Man Emenent for Piety, Love & Charity. He
was ve son of My, Thamas and Mrs. Mary Bingham, Living in Shef-
field, in Yorkshire, England. IIe dyed Joan. 16¢h, 1729-30, in the
88 year of hiz age.”

In Generul Bingham's waork, he adopted a system of genealogical
numbering, beginning with our first American ancestar as Noo 1, and
allowing ten numbers for cacl fnoily, unless a greater or less num-
ber of children was known, up to number 252 3 his rule is:

If the nuinber of the parene exeeeds 203, moleply it by ten,
subtract 00 from the product and the result will he the mumber of
the eldest child.  1f the parent’s number exceeds 4757, multiply it
by ten, subtract 320 from the produoct and the result will be the
nurmber of the eldest child, This rule T have sdbered to in designat-
g the descendlants following Oliver Sabin Bingham.

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Oliver Sabin Bingham was born Tn Bozrab, Conn, and came with
an older brother, Abiel, to Capnajoharie, N, Y., when sixteen years of
age.  Here he afterward marvied and remmained anal 1820, He re-
moved to the “Black Biver Countrv™ with bis wife and two sons,
arriving after a three days' redions journey en March 3, 1820. He
settled in the hamlet of West Dlactinshorg, finding shelter in a log
cabin on the farm of Mr, Gaines Atexander, located ar the corner of
the “West"” road and the road leading to Lowville. He afterward
purchased land and “cleared off™ a farm on the West road about one-
half mile south of West Aaronsburg, bordered by the creck fowing
out of Chimney Point Gulf. He lived on this farm during the rest
of lis life. By trade he was a carpenter and builder, and some of the
dwellings erecred by hion were aill standing in poed preservation in
1915,

His son, Isaac 5., records under date of Tanuary 1, 1858, “Of my
father's early religious life, T know but little,  Tle was 2 member of
the " Free Will Baptist™ Church in Bowmzn’s Creek (now Ames, N,
Y.). He did not remove iz chuech eonnection for many years, still
mamtmng an achve religious [ife, About 1843, he united with the
Methodist Epizcopal church swith which he had always been in osym-
pathy, ard of which 1y mother hod been o member ever since the age
of 13 yvears. Ile was forward in all roforms, a ploneer in the teinper-
ance and anti-slavery movements, and made his piety eminently prac-
rical.  He never fwled to mantin dwly family prayer untl his final
sickness incapacitated him.  His virtues were many and his fanlts few
