bulk of the population s naturally pacifie, and s only
wneiled to war by politiclans and Jourealists, 15 widely
held among pacifisls, bt ig veberently rejeclicd by
the more bellicose, who poiut oul that nwn lave o
inslinet of purnseiry, whicl densnds war Srom foue
to lime, I think it 1 true thal many men lsve an
imstinel towards war, but anless it iy roused by ils
appropriate stimulus it may well remain eowmpletely
latent. The instinet, and the machinstions of war-
mongers, are boith needed to oing about war; 1§ either
were eoped with, the other would be no lnger op-
erative for evil, In the following essivs 1 have dealt
sometimes with the one, sometivees with the other; bot
both are essential factors in the problem, aisd neither
epn be neglected by any prodent friend of peoaee,

The first of these ecssova, whicl was written Before
the Bryee Report appeared, deals in part with the
question of atroeities.
