other persons from voting for the petitioner by
intimidation, threats, assaults, &c.; that they
addressed large meetings of electors in a similar
strain, and threatened those whe did not vote
for Mr. Moore, that they should be assaulted,
&c., and that no person should deal with them ;
that they incited the crowd to prevent, and did
by force, &c, prevent the petitioner from can-
vassing ; that the same system was pursued at
the different polling booths, where tumultnous
crowds arrived with sticks, stones, &e., were
incited by the priests to attack, and did attack,
the voters of the petitioner, and that many were
consequently deterréd from voting; that' the
law agents, and agents to detect personation of
the petitioner were not permitted by the crowd
to approach the polling places; that in conse-
quence of the rioting, &c., the poll at one place
wos adjourned ; and that, but for *“ the system
of violence, threats, denuneciations, and intimi-
dation above set forth,” the petitioner would
have been returned.
