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THE AGE OF THE HORSE.

The best and only scientific way to tell the age of
enimals is by the teeth, This knowledge, though
put in practice for many years, was however never
brought to almost perfection until Pessina and Gi-
rard, Jr., had made known all the characters, almost
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positive, by which the aga of harses could be de-
tected after sight years.

The lower incisives, in herbivora, are those which
present ns those characters; the upper being mors
irregular in their wear, and more difficnlt to examing
snd observa.

The lower incisives are divided into :—Nippers,
A, (Fig. 1} ; Dividers, B; Corners, C.

Each one han a free part, or droten, and a portion
eontained in the alveolar eavity, the roof,
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The crown has an anterior A, (Fig. 2), and » pos-

terior face B, an internal O, an external D, an anta-
rior E, and a posterior border F, surronnding af the
superior extremity a cavity—the extfernol dental cavity
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—which by the wearing of the borders becomes small-
er, until, when almost disappeared, the tooth is said
to be wern :

hibiting the structure: aa’, enamel; bY, dentive or
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tvory, entirely surronnded by the enamel; o, dental
pulp contained in the internal dental cavily, which
shows itself on the dental table as & white mark,
known as the dental alar,

de-sac of the external dental cavify surronnded by b,
central enamel, with ¢, the dental star—~£iret shade of
the infernal dental cavity; the whole being sur-
rounded by d, the strrounding enamel.
