Ity chief purpose is to awaken an interest in the
subject, and creata in the children a desire to know
mors of it. It aim J8 mot sc much to Btore the
mind with fants, g8 to fill it with pictures of the
pasf, that will live in the imagination and take root
in the memary.

It dwells, therefore, only on t(he mors striking
and picturesque events in the life of the nation, and
on such as ara likely to be of interest to the young.

And ae children are more interested in personal
actions than in grest pational movements, much
of the book is taken up with persomal history—
with tales of noble and heroic deeds, with stories of
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humean fortitude and suffering, and with noteworthy
incidents in the lives of famous men.

Most of the chapters are divided into two parts,
g0 that the book in broken up inte forfy sections
or reading lessons.

The questions appended ta each chapter are
numbered b0 eorrespond with the parsgraphs, and
will serve as & guide and help to pupil teashers in
examining on tha lessons,
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
